Buildings Report 

At long last, the faculty (Diocesan permission) has been received to proceed with phase 1 of our 
internal re-ordering plans for the church building.  This involves replacing the nave pews with 
stackable chairs, removing the pews and raising the floor with forward altar dais within the chancel, 
alterations to the heating and lighting installations and the erection of a partition to close in the bell 
ringing level to the nave. 

Discussions have also been held with a leading local company with the aim of replacing our out-
dated and life-expired sound and vision systems.  Detailed proposals have recently been approved 
by the Diocesan Advisory Committee as a pre-cursor to presenting a petition for faculty. 

All these changes will help create a building with greatly improved flexibility and comfort allowing a 
wide variety of uses both by the church and the local community in line with the P.C.C's declared 
vision of providing a building at the heart of the town aiming to proclaim Christ by word and deed 
and help all ages to know and serve the Lord Jesus. 

A considerable amount of money is needed to fulfil our ambitions and to this end you will see in the 
Treasurer's report elsewhere in the Profile that around £20,000 has already been donated.  An 
appeal scheme was launched in the Autumn to maintain the momentum of giving for this cause. 

Please continue to pray for the re-ordering initiative and where possible, consider further 
donations to the fund.  

It would seem that all our energies are being channelled into the future and this is partly correct.  
However, we still have a duty to maintain this wonderful Grade 1 Listed building.  During the past 
year minor repairs have been undertaken and the nave lights have been 
replaced with energy efficient lamps. 

As many will know, we are legally required to have a major inspection of 
the building structures every 5 years.  ¢ƘŜ ƴŜȄǘ άvǳƛƴǉǳŜƴƴƛŀƭέ ƛƴǎǇŜŎǘƛƻƴ 
is due in 2011 and traditionally results in a long list of works needed to 
bring St. Mary's up to current maintenance standards. This will, no doubt, 
present us with further challenges but as I have said before, we must put 
our trust in God who has a master plan for everything and everybody.  He 
knows our needs and will not fail to supply them.

Our Expenses were £103,356 leaving us with a deficit for the year of £9770 which we financed from

This year has seen a reduction in income, in part due to movements within the congregation both 
prior to July and since then.  There were also some larger donations received in 2009, mainly 
towards the cost of repairs and boiler replacement.   We were also able to reclaim tax on these 
donations which in turn boosted the amount of tax reclaimed in 2009. 
 
Expenses in 2010 were also lower than 2009.  The repairs and 
maintenance figure being much lower, as only minor repairs 
were necessary in 2010, whereas a lot of extra work was 
completed in 2009. 
 
The reduction in giving is reflected in lower year end balances 
and sadly we were unable to meet our usual 10% Mission Giving 
this year.  However, during the year  £285 was given to Sussex 
Gospel Partnership and we were able to support BCMS 
(Crosslinks) by making a donation of  £250. We also sent  £111 
to the special Haiti Disaster Fund in January 2010.

We encouraged our Youth Leader to take a group of teenagers to our Youth Camp at Charmouth last 
year and this summer will take a larger group.
