LENT LENT ƊƊ  IS THAT IT?IS THAT IT?   
I hope that I donõt offend too many people too much when I admit that I 

sometimes struggle with the traditional practice of giving up something for 

Lent. I understand that it has been a way of connecting with the story of 

Jesusõ time of fasting and testing in the wilderness. But I do wonder 

whether the practice has, over time, been so watered down that its 

connection with the story is now only rather tenuous.  

The story speaks of God the Son preparing for his ministry of bringing Godõs 

message of love to the world. Ultimately, it will cost him his life and he 

needs to face that. During this time he is tested by Satan, tempted to give 

up what will be a hard road, encouraged instead to go the way of glory 

and power. Through all this, Jesusõ resolve is stiffened; his heartõs desire 

focussed on the job ahead and why it is worth doing despite all he will 
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have to go through to make it happen.  

Am I alone in thinking that giving up chocolate or biscuits for 40 days is a 

poor response to such a powerful story?  

 

So is there a better way of 

marking Lent ð this time of 

preparation for Easter?  

Having spent 40 days, 

presumably praying and 

thinking about his role, his 

mission and his work ahead, 

Jesus was offered the whole 

world. But, in his case, he 

chose to decline it for what 

he believed was the better 

way of His Father. And 

historically, in this period of 

Lent, Christians are invited to 

follow Jesus and accompany 

him in his journey of discovery 

ð about ourselves and our 

aims and purpose in life.  

 

Contrary to how the story is often preached, for Jesus the time in the desert 

was not primarily about sin and temptation and how to overcome it. Rather, 

itõs about bigger things than that. Itõs about who Jesus was, and why he was 

here. What was his real aim in life? What did he really  desire, deep down? 

Thatõs really what the temptations are all about, as if Satan is saying to him, 

òForget your Father for a while ð forget all this talk of his mission for you - 

what do you want to do? Is there not something else that youõd rather 

have?ó And he offers him the world. 

But Jesus says no. For it is through this fulcrum of his time in the wilderness, 

fasting, praying and thinking, and then through the furnace of temptation, 

that he is able to say òNoó. He is God the Son, and his desire is to do the will 

of his Father. He has a mission to perform and he is going to complete it ð 

and nothing in all the world would stop him from doing so.     

 

And so weõre invited to follow him into this time of Lenten reflection ð to use 

it to consciously put aside some time to think through some of the bigger 

questions of life ð questions that we often tend not to think about. Who am 

I? What do I really  want out of life? When Jesus calls me to follow him which, 

as this story shows, means that I am called to seek to do the will of my 

Father in heaven, is that what I actually want to do? Or is something that I 

just pay lip service to, for whatever reason? And if I call myself a follower of 
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Jesus, do I act like it? Or is it all just theory?  

Or am I still unsure? When Jesus says, òMan cannot live on bread alone, 

but needs every word that God speaksó, and òWorship the Lord your God 

and serve only himó, am I able to agree ð or do I have my doubts?  

 

In this time of Lent, we are called, in many ways, to strip ourselves down ð 

mentally, intellectually, spiritually ð and to give ourselves a bit of a spiritual 

M.O.T. And to many, such a prospect is a scary one ð but it can be an 

immensely valuable one if we are willing to put ourselves into the hands of 

God and ask him to help us.  

 

So let us seek to come before the throne of grace and mercy this Lenten 

time ð and spend some time seeking Godõs wisdom and Godõs guidance 

as to our future paths. That we may seek to truly follow the example of our 

Lord Jesus. That we may seek to do the will of our Father in heaven, and 

not just our own ð to the glory and honour of the name of the One who 

came to save us and bring us eternal life ð the One we honour and 

worship ð Jesus Christ our Lord.  

Now thatõs what I would call a right response to the gospel story!

 "The Outgoing God" - Five weeks on the most 

fundamental issue of all - Who is God?  While it's 

the question of questions, "Who is God?" is one 

of the least discussed, most assumed and most 

misunderstood topics in the Christian life!  Yet if 

we get the Headwaters wrong, we will have 

terrible problems further downstream.  Over the 

five Sundays we will cover the topics "Which 

God?", "The Christ -like God", "The Cross -shaped God", "The Triune God", 

"The Outgoing God."  A guiding principle will be Psalm 115:8 - we become 

what we worship.  As an evangelist I'm convinced that the way to 

motivate an outgoing people is not through techniques and guilt -tripping 

but simply by appreciating again our Outgoing God.  To see Him afresh is 

to be transformed into His likeness.

Most of our groups meet once a fortnight, spending time studying the bible 

together, praying for one another, encouraging each other, and 

sometimes (but please donõt tell anyone) even laughing out loud!

If thatõs you then can I please encourage you to give it a go? You are 

missing out on so much. And I think youõll be surprised to find exactly who 

does go along to these groups. We currently have over 80 people in such 

groups ð and Iõm sure that most of them wouldnõt call themselves super-

Christians either.  
 

To help people ôgive it a goõ, as part of Lent, for 4 weeks in March, we are 

running a special 4 -week course for our groups, helping us to prepare for 

Easter. To do this, we will be looking at ôthe Lamb of Godõ. It is a phrase that 

many of us will have often heard in hymns and in services, but what exactly 

does the Bible tell us about this phrase and imagery? Thatõs what the studies 

will be about.  
 

Why not join us? The promise is, after the 4 -week course, if youõd rather not 

carry on in such a group then you will be free to do so. But, you never know, 

you might surprise yourself and want to stay! But there will be no pressure to 

do so.  

We have groups on most days and times of the week ð so why not sign up 

on the sheet at the back of church, or speak to me personally, and I will 

then give more information.  

Go on.... give it a go..... I dare you!!!

BUILDING WORKSBUILDING WORKS

At the same time the new sound and vision 

system will be completed with a control desk 

by the organ. Finally the main floor area of 

wood blocks in the nave  will be repaired, 

sanded and sealed. In all the works are a 

combination of essential repairs and much 

needed improvements to enhance both the 

comfort and flexible use of the building.

General Fund Year 2011 (i.e.. Annual Income & Running costs)  

We have just completed the annual accounts for last year and they will 

shortly be audited for presentation at the  Parish Meeting in March.  
 

Meanwhile we are pleased to let you know that our General Fund Total 

Income in Year 2011 was £119,300. Key Income figures were:  

¶ Collections & Regular Giving                       - £72400  

¶ Donations (including special gift £8000)    - £12500 

¶ Tax repayment on Covenanted gifts         - £12500 

¶ Emmanuel Gas refund                                 -  £ 4100 

¶ Legacy gift                  - £   500  
 

Our General Fund Expenditure totalled £120,500 and key components 

were:
